The University of Manitoba is a comprehensive university with undergraduate and graduate
programs in a wide variety of disciplines, and a full range of professional faculties with active
research and graduate education programs including Engineering and Medicine. There are
approximately 23,000 undergraduate students and 3,200 graduate students at the University.
