
Guidelines for the submissions to the Notes from the Margin

The articles in the Margin are intended for a wide audience and should be
accessible to all the people in the mathematical community starting from the
second/third year undergraduates. Articles should be concise, well-written,
grammatically and mathematically correct and, most importantly, interest-
ing and suitable for the intended audience.

Below are some technical and stylistic guidelines for the submissions:

1. We accept articles up to one page sized approximately by the quarter-
page (1/4, 1/2, 3/4, 1). The ideal word count for a quarter-page is 250
words, where displayed math equations count as 25 words. Depending
on the issue, we might also feature a 2-page article. Please contact the
editor in advance to see if your 2-page feature is suitable for the current
issue.

2. Our articles vary from research-based to discussions and opinion pieces.
However, you shouldn’t treat the Margin like a peer-reviewed publica-
tion and your article should be accessible for a non-specialist in your
field.

3. As we know, math is not just a bunch of symbols thrown on a page,
so articles we publish should not be symbol-heavy. Use as much plain
English as possible; use word descriptions; use typed quantifiers (“for
all” not 8, “in” not 2, etc.); stick to English and Greek letters for
special symbols where possible and minimize their usage.

4. If you are submitting your article in pdf format, include the tex file in
your submission. Cutting and pasting from the pdf is not fun for the
editor and is likely to introduce typos.

5. If you have graphics/pictures/graphs to go with your piece, that’s fan-
tastic, so include them as separate files in your submission (you may
include them in the pdf, but they must also appear as separate files).

6. The editor will put you through a round of changes, so minimize the un-
necessary e-mail exchange by getting your friends/o�ce mates/partners/
parents/children to proofread your piece for mistakes, typos, unfortu-
nate sentences, missing transitions, better flow etc.
