Applicants  should have broad interests  in applied mathematics,  compatible  with the
research currently being done in the Department. 

Candidates must have a doctoral  degree, postdoctoral experience, and demonstrated
excellence in research. Evidence of or demonstrated potential for excellence in teaching
at the undergraduate and graduate levels is required. The successful candidate will be
expected to  teach a wide range of  courses in  mathematics and to develop a strong
research program with external funding.

Applications  should  be  made  through  the  online  system  www.mathjobs.org [UNBF-
MATHPHYS, job listing 10054] and must include curriculum vitae, list of publications,
research  program,  a  teaching  statement  which  includes  an  account  of  teaching
experience, and four references (with one addressing the teaching record).
