Evidence of excellence in teaching and teaching related scholarly activities will be provided
through teaching accomplishments, awards and accolades, presentations at significant
conferences, the teaching dossier including a teaching statement, sample course materials,
and teaching evaluations submitted as part of the application, as well as 3-5 strong letters of
reference from referees of high standing.

Salary will be commensurate with qualifications and experience.
