Applicants should submit a curriculum vitae, research plan, copies of 
recent publications and a teaching dossier (including teaching evaluations), and arrange for three letters of reference to be sent to: Dr. David C. Vaughan, Chair, Department of 
Mathematics, Wilfrid Laurier University, Waterloo, Ontario N2L 3C5.
