The position 

also involves participation in the supervision of undergraduate Honours Projects.  

 

In general, the successful applicant will be able to demonstrate a willingness to develop 

challenging and innovative approaches to teaching, as well as an ability to work closely with 

colleagues and students. Applicants should have a Ph.D in Mathematics, undergraduate teaching 

experience, and an active research program.
